There will also be a range of competitions 
in the library where students can use a series of clues to guess the name of the book and win a prize. We are also 
looking forward to World Book Day on 6th March 2025. On this day we are inviting all students to participate by 
dressing up in a costume inspired by their favourite book. Teachers and staff members always get involved and there 
are lots of prizes being given out for the best costumes. There are two new additions to the events this year: ‘Masked 
Reader’, which features disguised staff members, reading from a book. Students compete to guess the staff member 
correctly to win a prize. Secondly, we are also asking form groups to decorate their door to represent a chosen book. 
The best decorated door wins a prize – for the best in each year group. As you can see, there are lot of fun and inspiring 
events happening to boost our young people’s love of reading.
